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An Invitation to Celebrate Asia Sunday

In commemoration of the 50th anniv ersary of the founding of
the Christian Conference of Asia, this year'sAsia Sunday which
falls on 20 May 2007 (it is always the Sunday before Rentecost)
will focus on the theme, "Affirming Our Common Mission and
Witness."

The theme echoes the decision of théAsian ecumenical pioneers
and leaders who in March 1957 declared that Asian churches
"accept that they belong to one another and are increasingly
willing to liv e a shared life"*. Such a commitment was made in a
small fishing village in P arapat, Indonesia in March 1957 where
they decided to form the East Asia Christian Conference (EACC).
Incidentally , the name Rarapat itself means "come together". That
declaration to liv e a shared life (life together) was anAsian re-
sponse to the prevailing lack of cooperation among mission and
church bodies at that time that brought and transplanted their
denominations, theologies and cultures to Asia.

The earlier Christian mission bodies had formed several global
organizations and with their conferences mostly held in Europe,

very few Asian Christian leaders were able to attend. Asian
Christian leaders then began asking, "Why meet in Europe? Why
not in Asia?" And then, "Why not hav e our own ecumenical or-
ganization in Asia?"

EACC was subsequently inaugurated at an assembly in Kuala
Lumpur , Malaysia in May 1959, thereby formally establishing
"an organ of continuing fellowship and cooperation among the

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Churches and Christian councils in East Asia"... "not for our -
selves but for manifesting Christ to the w orld"*.

In June 1973, during the fifth assembly, EACC was renamed
Christian Conference of Asia (CCA) since Asia, rather than East
Asia, was perceived to be the more appropriate name for the
region of the member churches and national councils of the ecu-
menical organization.

This Asia Sunday is a call to celebration of the 50 years of life
together that CCA member churches and national councils have
committed themselves to. It is hoped that after 50 years of life
together, the CCA constituency will take time during thisy ear
of jubilee to recall and assess the past, consider the present, and
envision the future. Asia Sunday will therefore be a time of cel-
ebration of what has been and of renewing commitment to what
is yet to be.

If you already have another obsenance on 20th May 2007 and
cannot incorporate Asia Sunday, please consider choosing an-
other Sunday on your calendar. What is important is that y ou

set aside one Sunday on yur church calendar to express soli-
darity with the churches in Asia and to affirm y our commit-

ment to liv e out the given unity of the body of Christ.

Ways to celebrate...

How can w e celebrate 50 gars of life together as a regional ecu-
menical organization?

movement from the Asian perspective. Resources like the
two volumes of A History of the Ecumenical Movement in
Asia (the first w as written by Ninan Koshy and the second
was edited by him) would be very helpful materials for
this study or discussion.

* You may use the worship material in this booklet, adapt-
ing some of the components to your own liturgical for -
mat.

* You may think of concrete ways to highlight the ecumeni-
cal concerns in your area. For example, in Rarapat, North
Sumatra, Indonesia, the birthplace of CCA and where the
50th anniversary celebration is being planned in March,
member churches of CCA in Indonesia have planned to
embark on a reforestation project. This is in response to
the serious signs of environmental degradation that have
rocked Indonesia recently. So how about planting 50 trees
for 50 years of life together? Or it can be one tree per mem-
ber of the church. Ecumenical concerns will naturally v ary
from place to place.

Invitation for a Special Offering

Your special offering on Asia Sunday can be for some of the
programs facilitated by Christian Conference of Asia through

the following program areas: (a) Ecumenical Formation, Gen-
der Justice and Youth Empow erment; (b) Faith, Mission and
Unity; and (c) Justice, International Affairs and Dev elopment
and Service. If you wish to know more about these, please visit
the website www .cca.org.hk.

A new concern of CCA is the setting up of a scholarship fund
for the training of w ould-be pastors in ecumenical formation
centers in Asia. This fund is being planned for y outh in coun-
tries where there is a lack of ecumenical theological education
centers, e.g. Cambodia, Laos, Yetnam, Nepal, and East Timor.

Some Ideas for Liturgy

The Preparation

Preparing for w orship is so important that it is a liturgical act in
itself. Ensuring a meaningful flow of the different parts of
worship is helped by a theme that under girds the whole liturgy .
Choice of songs and readings can be made with the theme in
mind. The Lectionary is a good help in the choice of scripture
texts.

The worship setting also helps to set the mood or ambience. On
this Asia Sunday that commemorates the 50th anniversary of
the Christian Conference of Asia, plan for a fun-filled and
meaningful celebration by incorporating some of the following
examples or suggestions:

1. Have some birthday decorations like balloons, banners or
posters.

2. Have a birthday cake with 50 candles (or a candle shaped
in the number 50) placed on the worship center. It can be
served later at fellowship time, with tea or coffee.

3. Encourage members of the congregation to wear their
national costumes representing various countries in Asia.

4. Get to know some members of your congregation who
have been to any CCAmeeting or General Assembly and
have a time of sharing of some stories or experiences of
CCA or the ecumenical movement.

5. Try singing some of the CCA General Assembly theme
songs during w orship or during the hymn singing or fel-
lowship time. It w ould be good if someone could also give
a short introduction to the song or music.

Lectionary Text: Acts 2:1-21 (NIV) - The Holy Spirit Comes

at Pentecost

14

When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in

Ideas for Reflection

With Asia being such a plural region - multi-religious, multi-
ethnic, multi-racial, multi-cultural, multi-lingual - the experience
at the first Pentecost is something that many Asians would find
very inspiring. The gift of the Holy Spirit is simply noticeable
because of its obvious impact on the people:

*Acts 2:21, Joel 2:28-32
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(a) The Holy Spirit brings about understanding ev en if peo-
ple speak different languages and come from different
backgrounds;

(b) With understanding, the Holy Spirit brings about the zeal
to see visions, dream dreams, and prophesy;

(c) The gift of the Holy Spirit is for ev eryone - young and old,
women and men, etc.

Although w e generally use English in our Asia meetings (ex-
cept when the program is held at national lev el only), our expe-
rience is that real understanding goes beyond verbal language.
In fact, more is often said by bodily gestures, movements, tone
and the expressions of the ees. It is a gift of the Holy Spirit that
we Asians are able to discern all sorts of body languages be-
yond the different contextualized forms of English that w e use.
Our understanding of each other as Asians is also grounded in
our common basic human need - for fullness of life, for freedom
from all forms of enslavement, for true partnership and com-
munity . Such an understanding is foundational to the being or
nature of CCA. It is in response to the common basic human
need that visions and dreams come about and prophetic mes-
sages are proclaimed. This is also foundational to the work of
CCA as it strives to follow the way of Jesus the Christ. Finally
CCA affirms that the gift of the Holy Spirit is for ev eryone. Thus,
all these 50 years, CCAhas tried to ensure the empowerment,
participation and leadership of y outh and women. The Holy
Spirit comes like the blowing of a violent wind. In the life of
CCA, perhaps it can be said that the agitation of such groups as
youth, women, the marginalized and oppressed have been like
the blowing of a violent wind - too noticeable to be ignored.
With such agitations even today may hopefully come under -
standing and zeal to see visions and dream dreams and proph-
esy for the next 50 years of CCA.
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(2) Lectionary Text: John 14:8-17 (NIV) - Obeying Christ

The w orld cannot ac-
cept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you
know him, for he liv es with you and will be* in y ou.

Ideas for Reflection

The need for proof in order to believ e seems to be part of human
nature. The disciples were not spared from that. The passage
mentions three bases for believing: (a) believing on the basis of
Christ's words; (b) believing on the basis of Christ's miracles;
and (c) believing that results in one's actions. There are people
who come to believe in Christ because of his words; there are
those who come to believe in him because of his miracles. But a

*John 14:17
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more important dimension of belief is its result: "doing what |
have been doing... doing even greater things than these..." CCA,
as a regional expression of the ecumenical moement, strives to
share the words of Christ so people will come to understand
God's will for fullness of life. CCA also strives to share the
miracles Christ did - e.g. healing and exorcism, feeding the
hungry, calming the storm, etc. Making the words and miracles
of Christ aliv e once again since 2000 plus gars ago through the
way we read and interpret scriptures as Asians is a continuing
challenge for CCA's life and work. But believing in Christ
because of his words and miracles does not mean anything if it
does not result in similar actions that Christ did. Belief in Christ
is not only to empow er and enrich oneself for one's own sake -
or in order for one to be spiritually full. Believing in Christ must
result in doing the v ery same things that Christ did - and even
doing more. That is the real essence of faith. But why do more?
How can we actually do more than Christ? It must be because
we are today beset with many more problems than in the biblical
times - massive poverty and injustice, unfair trade and corruption
in high places, HIV/AIDS and other deadly viruses,
environmental degradation, terrorism and w eapons of mass
destruction, fundamentalism and ethnic and religious conflicts,
just to name a few. We are expected to do more - if we have faith
in Christ - because our faith is also expected to mowe mountains.
During this 50th anniv ersary of CCA, may each member of the
CCA constituency spend time reflecting on how w e can share
our belief and faith in the w ords and miracles of Christ and,
more importantly , may we live out our faith by doing the things
that Christ did and doing ev en greater things because of the
need and demand of our times.
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(3) Reflection on the Theme: Affirming Our Common Mission
and Witness

Fifty y ears ago in Rarapat, North Sumatra, Indonesia, the theme
of the first gathering in which the EACC w as conceived was
"The Common Evangelistic Task of the Churches in EastAsia."
That theme reflects the early missionary concern for evange-
lism — to spread the gospel throughout East Asia. (People in
Europe used to refer to Asia as the “Far East” as opposed to the
Middle East). Fifty y ears later, the theme of CCA's golden jubi-
lee is "Affirming Our Common Mission and W itness." This is to
bring to mind our common calling as churches in Asia to par-
ticipate in God's mission (not so much in our respectiv e church's
mission) of actualizing fullness of life as communities of peace
for all. Our understanding of mission is not that w e bring God
to places in Asia where God has not been (for in fact, God is
already there), but to discover how God is already at work and
to participate in that w ork in solidarity and witness. What is the
understanding and practice of mission by our respectiv e
churches today? How do we witness to God's liberating love in
today's context of continuing injustice, dehumanization, and
ecological degradation? This is the challenge for us Christians
in Asia.
